Asbads (windmill) of Iran are among the oldest in the world. Located in the Iranian town of Nashtifan,
the windmills have withstood winds of up to 74 miles an hour. With the design thought to have been
created in eastern Persia between 500-900 A.D., they have been in use for several centuries.

Strong northern winds blow throughout the year in the eastern parts of Iran (Sistan and Baluchistan,
Southern Khorasan and southern parts of Razavi Khorasan).
